


 

TSA Voluntary Secure Fixed Base Operator Program 
A Public-Private Sector Partnership 

  

What is the Secure Fixed Base Operator (FBO) Program? 
 
• A voluntary program in which FBOs will provide additional security for general aviation flights inbound to the 

continental United States. 
 
• The program is a proof of concept, public-private sector partnership program, that will allow FBOs to check 

passenger and crew identification against manifest or eAPIS filings for positive identification of passengers and 
crew on board general aviation aircraft. 

 
• The program will improve security by leveraging existing security processes at the FBO while limiting the 

impact on the general aviation community. 
 
How will it impact my flight operations? 
 
• The program will not have an impact on general aviation flight operations and supports the current operational 

flexibility of general aviation.  

• Prior to departure an FBO representative will validate the identification of each passenger and crew.
